English
In English, we are going to be writing a range 
of pieces linked to WW2 using books and film 

clips as a stimulus. Over the half-term, we 
will be recapping our grammar knowledge and 
learning a range of tricky spellings.

scanning when reading new texts.
Maths

In Maths, our main focus will be place value 
including decimals, negative numbers and 

rounding numbers to 10 million. We will then 
move onto mental and formal methods for 
addition and subtraction.
