English
This half term we will be reading a variety of space themed

Phonics - We will be using the Essential Letters and Sounds
programme for our daily phonics sessions. We will be focusing
on recognising and writing Phase 2 sounds before moving on to
segmenting and blending cvc words.

Maths
In Maths, we are going to focus on counting, sorting and
ordering objects and numbers to 10 and beyond. We will be
singing lots of number songs to help us with counting and
number recognition,
